All students are required to have 28 units to graduate.

All programs required 1 unit in Fitness/Health and 1 unit in Computer Applications.

The College Prep Program requires 4 units in Language Arts/English, 4 units in Mathematics, 3 units in Science, 4 units in Social Studies, and 2 units in Foreign Language.

The Technology Career Prep Program requires 4 units in Language Arts/English, 4 units in Mathematics, 3 units in Science, 4 units in Social Studies, and 4 units in the Technical Program (3 of these must be in a concentration).  Technical programs also have other requirements for specific career areas.
